Alhamdo lillah, the big news for WLSIS 
and LNS this term is that we have signed 
the contract to move to a new premises, 
insha Allah. The new premises consist of 
the  ground  floor  of  an office building, 
which  has  been  used  as  an  adult 
education college previously. It provides 
the benefit of five good-sized classroom, 
a large assembly room, an office and a 
staff room. Insha Allah,  we hope to be 
moving  to  the  new  place,  which  is 
situated on Cross Lances Road, Central 
Hounslow, within six months. We pray 
that Allah gives us tawfiq and guidance 
at all times to do what is most pleasing 
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to Him. 

We  greatly  appreciate  the  continuing 
support  of  all  our  respected  elders, 
brothers and sisters who are assisting our 
efforts with their wealth and their time. I 
would also like to thank all  those who 
helped out and participated in the highly 

successful Eid Fair at Hounslow Mosque 
recently.

It  is  located in a more central  location 
(Cross lances Road).  It should be more 
than adequate for the forseeable future as 
it comprises of five classroooms (year 7 
through to year 11).

We have put down an initial deposit and 
would  ask  all  in  the  community  to 
support  us; by whatever means possible. 
Our  current  monthly  rent  (excluding 
bills) is £1600, this will be increasing to 
£2450.   Additionally  we  will  need  to 
purchase  additional  furniture  and 
materials  as  the  current  building  is 
empty.   For  those  who  wish  to 
participate  and  support  us  we  will  be 
forwarding  a  list  of  materials/help 

required shortly.

Free Courses

As part of our drive to deliver traditional 
authentic  Islamic  knowledge  we  are 
pleased  to  announce  that  all  WLSIS 
courses will be free of charge to anyone 
who has a regular standing order.  There 
is no minimum amount and we hope this 
will  remove  any  potential  barriers  to 
people receiving the light of guidance.

We  have  never  been  comfortable 
charging  administration  fees  for  our 
courses.  However, as you can appreciate 
there are considerable costs involved in 
running the premises.

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Mehded Maryam Sinclair Visit

In  December  writer  and  storyteller 
Maryam  Sinclair  was  invited  for  an 
extended  assembly  at  Lady  Nafisa 
School. Sister Maryam is  an American 
convert to Islam of some twenty years, 
living  in  Amman,  Jordan.  She  has 
extensive experience as a storyteller and 
teacher and publisher of books and CD’s. 

She  presented  her  new  work,  THE 
RUINED  TYRANT,  Prophet  Musa’s 
Divine  Mission  to  Liberate  the 
Descendants  of  Israel.  This  story, 
mentioned 136 times in 34 surahs of the 
Qur’an,  contains  lessons  and  images 
vital  to  all  Muslims today.  She is  well 
known to inspire love for Allah Mighty 
and Majestic and His Prophets and His 
Revelation. 

It was a valuable listening experience for 
the students, the piece has been written 

with intense attention to details given in 
the  Holy Qur’an and commentaries  by 
prominent  tafseer  writers,  under  the 
guidance of Jordan’s well-known tafseer 
scholar  Sheikh  Ali  Hani.  In  the 
performance she chants salawats on the 
major  prophets  to  set  the  story  in  its 
proper context.
